The Supreme Court today
stayed the disciplinary
inquiry against a District
judge into the sexual
harassment allegations
levelled by a woman
judicial officer and sought a
response from the Registrar
General of Madhya Pradesh
High Courton hisplea. This
has become a "practice now"
when someone comes under
"zone of consideration" for
elevation as a judge of
superior courts, said a
bench headed by Chief
Justice S A Bobde. The top
court stayed the High
Court'sorder that had given
a go ahead to the sexual
harassment inquiry against
the judge, who was in the
zone of consideration for
elevation as a high court
Judge. The Madhya Pradesh
High Courton August 14 had
dismissed the plea of the
district judge and had given
the go ahead to the Gender
Sensitisation Internal
Complaint Committee to

disciplinary enquiry against
him. A woman judicial
officer of the Subordinate
Judicial Service had filed a
complainton March 7, 2018
against the District judge
alleging sexual harassment
at work place. The bench,
also comprising Justices A'S
Bopanna and \Y%
Ramasubramanian, took
note of the submissions of
senior lawyer R
Balasubramanian and
advocate Sachin Sharmaon
behalf of the District judge
and issued notices to the
Registrar General and its
Gender Sensitisation and
Internal Complaints
Committee (GSICC). The
plea said that the High
Courtfound noillegality in
"facts or in law in the Final
Report" of April 30, 2019 of
the GSICC which had
earlier not found "evidence
to proceed" against the
District judge and had
recorded its categorical
finding in resolution of

categorical finding of 'no
evidence'and 'no material
to proceed in the matter', the
GSICC in an volta face
action recommended
disciplinary action against
the petitioner as well as the
complainant dehors the
mandate of law contained in
Sec 10, 11 and 13 of the
Sexual Harassment of
Women at Workplace
(Prevention, Prohibition
and Redressal) Act, 2013,"

the plea said. "It is
submitted that the
petitioner has an

unblemished judicial
service career spanning
over 32 years with sterling
record of service and he is
due to superannuate at the
end of the year, 2020. "The
entire action of
Respondents (HC and its
committee) is visited with
arbitrariness, malafide and
in complete violation of law
and the principles of
natural justice by holding
enquiry and or recording

of the petitioner repeatedly
without giving any
opportunity to cross
examine even once the
complainant at any stage,"
the District judge said in the
plea. All these actions have
been done at a time when
the petitionerisinthe zone
of consideration for being
considered for elevation,
the plea said. Earlier, the
apex court had refused to
entertain the previous plea
of the district judge seeking
quashing of show cause
notice of the GSICC. It had
granted liberty to the
district judge to withdraw
the petition and avail such
other remedies as may be
available in law. The
judicial officer then moved
the Jabalpur bench of the
High Courtwhich dismissed
the plea. The district judge
challenged the issuance of
show cause notice by the
Principal Registrar of
Madhya Pradesh High
Courtfor the inquiry. (PTI)

Noida Metro to resume service from Monday

NOIDA, SEPT 4 /--/ Only
one gate would be
functional for entry or exit
at 15 of the 21 stations of the
Noida-Greater Noida Metro,
which resumes service on
Monday after remaining
shut for over five months
due to the coronavirus
pandemic, according to
official guidelines.

In the remaining six
stations, both entry gates
will remain open. Also,
commuters will have to
maintain adequate social
distance and have been
advised against touching
any surface inside Metro
coaches. The Noida Metro
Rail Corporation (NMRC)
had on Wednesday
announced that the services
of the Noida-Greater Noida
Metro, also known as the

Aqua Line, would resume
from September 7. The rail
service between the twin
cities of Noida and Greater
Noida were suspended in
March due to the outbreak
of COVID-19.

Only one gate will be
kept open for entry or exit at
Sector 101, Sector 81, NSEZ,
Sector 83, Sector 137, Sector
142, Sector 143, Sector 144,
Sector 145, Sector 146,
Sector 147, Sector 148,
Alpha-1, Deltaland GNIDA
Office metro stations, the
NMRC stated. Both
entrance gates will be kept
open for commuters at
Sector 51, Sector 50, Sector
76, Knowledge Park-I11, Pari
Chowk and Depot metro
stations, it added. The
NMRC said passengers shall
maintain adequate social

distance, both at the stations
and within Metro coaches.
For this purpose,
suitable markings have
been made inside the
coaches. Crowds inside the
train as well as at stations
and platforms will be
monitored through CCTV
from the control rooms. If
more crowds are observed,
entry at the station will be
restricted, it stated.
Passengers will be advised
to refrain from touching any
surface inside the metro
stations or trains, itadded.

Provision for suitable
signages and
announcements for

information and awareness
of the commuters have been
made available inside the
stations and trains, the
NMRC said. The NMRC had

earlier said only passengers
with face mask and body
temperature not more than
37.7 degrees Celsius shall be
allowed entry, as it stressed
the need to follow social
distancing norms, among
other rules and regulations
set by the governmentamid
the COVID-19 outbreak. The
trains would run from 7 am
tollamand5pmto9pm
with a frequency of 15
minutes from Monday to
Saturday. On Sundays the
serviceswill startfrom8am,
it had added. The Aqua
Line, which connects the
twin cities of Noida and
Greater Noida in Gautam
Buddh Nagar, over a
distance of 29 km has an
average daily ridership of
around 25,000 passengers,
according to officials. (PTI)

Centre moves Delhi HC for review of its
directiontopublishdraftEIAIn22 languages

The Centre has moved aplea
in the Delhi High Court
seeking review of its
direction to publish the draft
Environment Impact
Assessment (ElA) inallthe 22
languages in the Eight
Schedule of the Constitution,
sayingthatofficialdocuments
are required to be published
onlyinHindiandEnglish. The
law does not require
notifications to be published
in local languages, it has
contended. A bench of Chief
Justice D N Patel and Justice
Prateek Jalan today issued
noticetotheenvironmentalist,
on whose pleathe high court
had issued the direction, and
sought his response by
September 23. Appearing for
the Environment Ministry,
Additional Solicitor General
Chetan Sharma claimed that
the courtwas "misled" by the
petitioner into passing the
June 30 judgement, which
had extended till August 11
thedate forgivingcomments
and objections to the draft
EIA. It had also directed that
the notification be published
inallthe 22 languages within
10 days of the verdict. The
June30orderhadcomeonthe
plea moved
by environmental
conservationist Vikrant
Tongad. The Centre had on
July 28 moved an appeal
before the Supreme Court
against the high court
decision.OnAugust6, Tongad

moved a plea seeking
contempt action against the
ministryfornon-compliance
of the June 30 direction.

Bengaluru riots "pre-planned",
"communally motivated":
factfinding report

BENGALURU, SEPT 4 /--/ The
recentriots in Bengaluru were "pre-
planned and organised” and it was
"undoubtedly communally
motivated"”, the Citizens for
Democracy in its fact finding report
submitted to Chief Minister B S
Yediyurappa today said. Itsaid the
mob during the riots on August 11
night had specifically targeted
certain prominent Hindus in the area,
and the entire incident qualifies to be
a "riot against the state" with the
motive of "reducing the faith of
common people in the state". Citizens
for Democracy is a platform of
responsible citizens that claims to be
committed to democratic values,
safety and security of the citizens of
India. Started in 2011, it has
conducted various seminars,
campaigns on topics of national and
social importance. Citizens for
Democracy in a statement said the
fact finding committee comprising
prominent representatives of the
society was formed to look into recent
violence, as itis imperative to survey
the incident neutrally without any
bias or vested political interests with
asolecommitmenttowards truth. The
factfinding panel headed by retired
District Judge Srikanth D Babaladi,
had retired IAS officer Madan Gopal,
retired IFS officer R Raju among
others which include retired
bureaucrats, journalists, advocates,
professors and social workers.
Committee members led by Madan
Gopal submitted the report to
Yediyurappa today.

Noting that it is estimated that
nearly 36 government vehicles,
nearly 300 private vehicles and many
houses were destroyed in the
violence, the committee has said the
damage could be estimated to be
nearly Rs 10 to 15 crores. It could be
seen from the FIRs and certain
interactions with the victims, that
local people were also involved in
carryingout this riot, the committee
said, "it is of the opinion that the

Chief Minister B S Yediyurappa

locals were not only involved in
execution but were also aware about
it in advance."” "Despite attempts
being made to project the same as
political rivalry, it was undoubtedly
communally motivated. The panel is
of the opinion that based on the kind
of houses and people targeted, the
motive of the riots could also be fear
mongering so as to change the
demography and turn the areaintoa
Muslim majority one," it said. It was
also of the view that SDPI and PFI
were involved in planning and
execution of this incident. The
violence in D J Halli and adjoining
areas on August 11 night was
unleashed by hundreds of people

over an inflammatory social media
post allegedly put out by P Naveen, a
relative of Pulakeshinagar Congress
MLA R Akhanda Srinivasa Murthy.
The MLAs residence and a police
station at D J Halli were torched by
rioters who also set many police and
private vehicles afire, and looted the
belongings of the legislator and his
sister. More than 300 people have been
arrested in connection with the
violence and investigation is on. Also
retired judge Justice H S Kempanna
has been appointed as the "Claim
Commissioner" for assessment of
damages caused during violence and
to recover the costs from the
culprits.All the costs that have been
incurred by the state and individuals
have to be recovered by attaching the
property of the rioters, the committee
in its recommendations said. The
pattern of theriots is similar to that of
Delhi and Sweden and therefore itis
imperative for the state to investigate
the incident holistically and not
consider them to be isolated and
local. Funding received by
individuals and religious extremist
organisations should be continuously
monitored by involving NIA, while
potential areas that might face such
communal tensions must be
identified by the police in advance, it
suggested. Establishing acyber dome
to ensure social media is not used for
hate mongering, strengthening of
intelligence generation mechanisms,
are among the other
recommendations made by the
committee. (PTI)
